PO hot melt: For the new edgebanding adhesive Jowat-Toptherm®
237.00, the Jowat AG is relying on innovative raw materials which are
specially designed Polyolefine Polymers, providing exceptional
advantages, which applies of course also to the entire Toptherm®
product family.

The Jowat customer highly values these properties of the new PO
edgebanding hot melt: Long open time, superior thermal stability and
low application amounts - factors which promise flexibility in
processing, low maintenance cost, an optimum bondline and a very
acceptable price-performance ratio. The softening range of approx.
120 °C is significantly above the value for the EVA hot melt
adhesives, and only minimally lower than for the conventional Jowat-
Hightherm® APAO hot melts. In consequence, the heat resistance of
the Jowat-Toptherm® 237.00 also is much higher than for the
standard EVA edgebanding hot melt adhesives.

This new adhesive will for instance be used in the kitchen industry for
the corpus assembly of cabinets, where it can show off its strong
points.

The Jowat-Toptherm® 236.50 for wrapping, a product with
comparably superior properties, required only a very short time to
become a great market success.

Jowat-Toptherm® 236.50 is above all an adhesive for wrapping of
resinated paper and thermoplastic foils with reverse primer
application. Since veneers are limited by the resilience forces which
they develop, determined by the veneer thickness and the geometric
profile design, they demanded prior testing before use in serial
production, comparable to the CPL materials.
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These limitations are today no longer relevant in wrapping especially
of thicker CPL materials and veneers, since this process can now be
carried out by using the newly developed Jowat-Toptherm® 236.70.

PUR hot melt adhesive: The reactive PUR adhesives are coming out
ahead today in cases where exceptionally high strength levels are
required. The latest newcomer to this product family goes by the
name of Jowatherm-Reaktant® 607.20. Processors of Jowatherm-
Reaktant® 607.20 will be rewarded by these remarkable advantages
in comparison to purely thermoplastic adhesives: Bonds made with
reactive PUR hot melt adhesives are much more resistant to moisture
and heat, and in most cases the strength levels reached will also be
significantly higher. The Jowatherm-Reaktant® 607.20 is also
characterized by high yield and an attractive price/performance ratio.

In addition, reactive PUR hot melt adhesives like the Jowatherm-
Reaktant® 607.20 will offer a wider range of possible applications —
good adhesion on HPL, polyester and resinated paper edges, on
solid wood and veneer edges, and also on PVC, ABS and PP edges
which are treated with an appropriate primer coating on the reverse.

PUR hot melt adhesive and lightweight construction: By
comparison to other adhesives, PUR systems have clearly grown at a
much faster rate. The PUR adhesive systems also are finding
increasingly more applications in the lightweight construction
industry. The Jowat AG has therefore determined that this topic will
be a core subject for the technical service consultation in 2010.

PUR hot melts are the "allrounders" of lightweight construction. Due
to their excellent adhesion on many diverse materials, they achieve
strong bonds even when the bonding surface itself is minimal, which
is for instance the case when honeycomb materials are bonded into
the shells, and also when edges are applied to these lightweight
panels. "Bonding on nothing" is the motto when lightweight panels
are assembled.

Not only the "allrounder" is needed in the furniture industry and
shopfitting, but also the "adaptability talent". The out-of-the-way
designs of shop designers and trade show architects frequently
demand not only that the bond is solid, but also that it is flexible and
allows for mobility without loss of strength. This versatility is provided
by the taylorized PUR adhesives.

The same product characteristics are demanded by the shipbuilding,
RV and aircraft industries.

Thanks to modern, low-cost production technologies, the PUR hot
melt adhesives can be easily processed, for applications from crafts
to industrial production environments.
